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HALL BROTHERS RACING TAKES THEIR  5TH TITLE

Indianapolis...Showing the style and skill that have earned them the reputation of being the team to beat, Hall Brothers Racing earned their 5th consecutive 4-Wheel Jamboree National Championship at the Indianapolis State Fairgrounds, Sunday, September 24th.

Coming into the weekend, Mark Hall aboard his Dodge Raminator and teammate Geremie Dishman in the Dodge Rammunition were tied for the lead with a 40-point margin.  While four races were scheduled, Mother Nature had other ideas and major downpours cancelled the first three events bringing the championship battle down to just one race.

Racing against the competition in separate rounds, both Hall and Dishman ran perfectly, emerging victorious to make it an all Dodge final.  It was teammate against teammate and when the race ended, Geremie Dishman and Rammunition were the winners.

“It was an incredibly close final,” explains team manager Tim Hall.  “Mark’s truck wiggled just a little, but he kept in his lane despite getting sideways. However, it was just enough to let Geremie edge him out for the title.  We are all really proud of Geremie.  This is his first full year of competition and he has done a great job for us.”

“I’m still pinching myself,” said a very excited Dishman.  “I dreamed of winning, but I figured it was just a dream.  To be able to win at Indy, the biggest event of the season, to be able to beat Mark and take the title all in one day is really something.  Those are the three toughest things I can think of.  This is the first championship for Rammunition

and I am happy that I was able to cinch it for the team and for Dodge.”

While Hall didn’t take the title year, he had an outstanding season and showed his immense behind the wheel skill, winning the most events during the year and coming from behind to first place.  In addition, he earned his fourth straight Monster Nationals crown, which makes the 9th national title for the team in the past five years.

“This is the very first time we have had a 1-2 series finish,” says Mark Hall.  “And that makes us all proud. Geremie has done a terrific job, as has our entire crew. Much of the credit for our success belongs to them.  We like having the reputation for being the team to beat and we fully plan to continue our winning ways.
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
