“We are really looking forward to both these events,” says Hall. “Luckily for us, we can run in both races and I think we will be able to shine in each series.  I’m excited and think it will be a good weekend for the team.”

Two of the winningest trucks in Monster Truck competition, both Raminator and Rammunition have amassed a huge list of credits and accolades and the entire team is well versed in what it takes to win.  “We don’t just come to race, we come to win,” says Mark Hall.  “We have won the 4-Wheel Jamboree title four years in-a-row and we want to make this Number Five.”
