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SET FOR A TEXAS REPEAT

Fredericksburg, Texas...When the opening three rounds of the 2006 4-Wheel Jamboree Nationals roar to life, April 1 and 2 at the Gillespie County Fairgrounds, Hall Brothers Racing will be looking to once again charge to the front each time out.

“Last year at this event, we put our Dodge Raminator in first place in every round,” says four-time defending champion Mark Hall.  “Now, we want to do it again.  I have no intention of giving up my title and an across the board win would definitely help set the tone for the whole season.  This is actually going to be an extra special weekend for us as it will mark the debut of my teammate Geremie Dishman aboard Rammunition. His goal is to make it an all Dodge final every time out and there is no doubt that that is what he is going to be trying to do.”

Dishman, who joined Hall Brothers three years ago, currently leads the point’s chase in this season’s Monster Truck Winter Nationals.  “The Hall Brothers have given me a fantastic opportunity,” says the Illinois native.  “It is a dream come true and being able to compete in this year’s 4-Wheel Jamboree Nationals is one of the biggest thrills of my life.”

While many may view monster trucks as simply overgrown vehicles, today’s monster trucks are actually highly sophisticated racing machines.  Weighing in at 10,000 pounds, both Raminator and Rammunition stand 10 feet tall and race with tires that are 5 ½ feet tall and nearly 5 feet wide.  Boasting axles that are from school bus and front end loader parts, monster trucks are the only racing vehicles in the world with front and rear steering.  This essentially cuts the turning radius in half which allows these behemoths to maneuver on both the large outdoor tracks as well as in the confines of the small arena tracks.  More complicated for the driver than a regular race car, monster truck competitors must learn to master the steering at both ends of their vehicle.  While the front steering is controlled by the steering wheel, the same as in a stock truck, the rear steering is controlled electronically by a switch inside the cab.  This means that the driver actually steers the front with one hand and the rear with the other.  In addition, he also has to manually shift gears making each run a study in perfect coordination and finesse.

“Outdoors events are definitely exciting, both for fans and drivers alike,” continues Hall, who also currently holds the lead in the indoor Monster National Series.  “And, the first race of the season is always good.  We are all on equal footing as no one had any points.  It is monster truck drag racing at its best and we can’t wait to get started. Each year the trucks get more and more competitive so the action is pretty phenomenal.  Texas has a tremendous Dodge fan base and knowing that adds even more incentive to roar across the Finish Line first.”
