With Hall and Dishman both competing at the 4-Wheel Jamboree season opener, Dale Benear returned for the weekend to contest the Monster Nationals in Columbus, Ohio.  Showing the style and finesse that earned him his excellent reputation on the Monster Truck circuit, Benear aboard Raminator took both the top qualifying spot and the win.  “Taking first is always special,” smiled Benear, “and I am really glad I was able to grab the Number One spot, not just because we always want to win, but because keeping the competition at bay kept Mark in first in this year’s point’s chase.”
