Hard charging and determined, both Hall and Benear have achieved an incredible reputation throughout the industry for their behind-the-wheel skill both indoors and out.  “The Monster Nationals is our indoor series,” says Benear.  “The racing is definitely intense.  You have to be right up on the wheel and unlike the outdoors, there is no margin for error. Having the crowd right there really gets your adrenaline pumping and Madison has a lot of Dodge fans which really makes it good.  We are looking forward to being able to show the fans just how good are Dodge trucks are,”

Two of the most outstanding monster trucks in competition today, Raminator and Rammunition boast power from 565 cubic inch supercharged Hemi engines and are indeed a sight to behold as they roar across the arena floor in head-to-head competition with some of the toughest trucks in the country.
